With great sadness, we begin our journal with the passing on 9™ April of our
Patron HRH The Prince Philip, Duke of Edinburgh. He will be sadly missed.
We will not forget how he exerted his considerable royal weight in earlier years
to support our Association to ensure that round-the-world yachtsmen get the
recognition they deserved. As Admiral of the Royal Naval Sailing Association, he
was instrumental in supporting the first Whitbread Round the World Yacht Race
with the series of races continuing ever since. An obituary appears later.

It was with great relief that the Vendée Globe organisers were able to run the
race albeit with ever tighter restrictions as the event got closer. We were able
to adopt our plan to get connected with all the skippers and Robert and Jan
Cambrensis handed over a personal good luck message from the Association to
many of the competitors in Les Sables d’Olonne. QOur links to the skippers
continued throughout the race via their shore managers, congratulating them
rounding the Horn and then finally as they finished back in Les Sables. We are
pleased that a number of skippers have since joined us.

Another extraordinary event was the enthralling America’s Cup. Such an event
was not to every yachtsman’s liking. However, one cannot dispute how this Cup
has progressed the technology of sail boats across ever further boundaries. The
ability for racing machines to reach such high speeds from light winds was
breathtaking.

Meanwhile our Committee has been busy and a summary follows in this journal.
As part of this work you will all have received a letter from me in January, which
gave an explanation of the modified GDPR rules amongst other subjects.

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On 12" August we will also be celebrating the 50" anniversary of our Honorary
Member, Sir Chay Blyth’s homecoming to the UK after his successful, record-
breaking challenge of circumnavigating the world ‘the wrong way’ from east to
west in British Steel.

In November we are looking forward to our Annual lunch in Portsmouth, and
after two postponements, we are hoping for a good turnout.

The Passing of Our Patron

Itis with great sadness that we record
the passing on 9* April of our Patron,
His Royal Highness The Prince Philip,
Duke of Edinburgh.

He joined the IACH in the 1960s as an
Honorary Member and became our
Royal Patron shortly after the first
Whitbread Round the World Race in
1973-74. Until that time, the
Association was only for those who
had rounded Cape Horn in
commercial square riggers.

After the first solo roundings in
yachts by Francis Chichester, Robin
Knox-Johnston and Chay Blyth, the
UK branch of the Association started
to discuss admitting yachtsmen. This
was rejected out of hand by the  Prince Philip ©Getty Images

headquarters of the International Association in France and this response was
received with mixed feelings in the UK branch. Then, shortly before the start
of the first Whitbread in September 1973, the Duke sent a telegram to the
committee of the UK branch.

"Thank you all for your kind message of greeting. You will be happy to know
that the Royal Naval Sailing Association of which | am Admiral is organising
the present Round the World Sailing Race. The boats will be facing the
difficulties of Cape Horn early next year with the same courage and
determination as shown by British Cape Horners of earlier days
- Philip, Honorary Member."

He could not have made his feelings about the admission of those who would
round Cape Horn in yachts any clearer. He subsequently presented the prizes
at the award ceremonies in London for the first and second Whitbread Races.
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For those on the first Whitbread, Prince
Philip instructed the Royal Mint to strike
a bronze medal for every crew member
who was on a yacht on the third leg
which rounded Cape Horn. Such clear
royal support ensured the future of the
Association for those rounding the Horn
in yachts.

A Medal to Be Proud Of

A Scottish newspaper report from November
2015 by John Watson (a former chief
executive of the Port of Dundee and archivist
of The Fraternity of Masters and Seamen in
Dundee) told the story of Captain Robert
Storrar Boyd (1888-1977) pictured right.
The young Robert Boyd started out in
square-riggers and sailed around Cape Horn
on a number of occasions. He sailed in the
4000 ton Marion Josiah (below left), a full
rigger four-mast barque sailing out to
Pisagua, Chile, with coal and home again
with saltpetre, doubling the Horn en route.
Robert later sailed with the Don, a vessel
carrying timber to Australia (below right). Captain Robert S Boyd © Nan é;yd

Left: The Marion Josiah, built in
steel in 1892 in Scotstoun by
Charles Connell & Co Glasgow for
(the Marion Line) Rogers & Co,
Glasgow. During WW1, on 20" May
1917, en route from Rio de Janeiro
to Le Havre (and by then renamed
Tijuca), she was torpedoed and

Marion Josiah built 1892 SLSA PRG 1373/15/65 sunk by U-151.

Right: The Don was an iron-hulled
bark of 1145 tons built in 1885 by
Russell & Co., Port Glasgow.

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After transitioning to steamships and with several more years’ experience,
Robert Boyd obtained his Master Mariners’ certificate in 1913. His work then
took him to Singapore, Borneo, China, Japan, Malaysia and Indonesia.

Along the way, he became a member of the Amicale Internationale des
Capitaines au Long Cours Cap Horniers. A member of the AICH who was a
Master of a commercial sailing ship and who had rounded the Horn was called
an ‘Albatross’. Those like Captain Boyd who had rounded the Horn as an officer
of a commercial sailing ship and later became a master of a steamship were
named ‘Mollyhawk’ or ‘Mallamuck’, meaning literally the juvenile of a southern
black-eyed gull (albatross). The alternative spelling of ‘Malamock’ is shown on
the medal (below) awarded to Captain Boyd.

Left: The medal commemorates three roundings of
Cape Horn: ‘Malamock - Captain R.S. Boyd Three
passages of Cap Horn, Marion Josiah (2) 1906-7, Don
1908." Important trading ports of the time are named
on the rim: Anvers, Le Havre, Bremen, Marseille,
Bordeaux, London, Dunkerque, Hamburg and Nantes.

Right: The reverse side of the medal shows images
of a square-rigger and an albatross as well as the
tribute: ‘Hommage des Capitaines Cap Horniers’.

Captain Boyd retired from a life at sea in 1935. Back
on land in wartime UK, he became a Deputy Chief Air
Raid Warden. In 1941, he took on the role of
Surveyor of Cargos with Dundee Harbour Trustees.

At the end of a rewarding working career at sea and on land, Robert Boyd
retired fully in 1969, giving him time to write up the story of his seafaring life.
He died in 1977, aged 89. His fascinating journal has been shared with the IACH
and can be downloaded from the IACH Library with kind permission of the
Captain’s wife, Mrs. Nan Boyd.
